on a bike pumped bullets into
him.Policesaidthemurderwas
orchestrated by gangster Kapil
aliasKalluasrevengeforParvesh
killinghis father.

PoliceSaturdayarrestedtwo

— Dheeraj Mann (28), Kapil’s
cousin and a resident of the
same village as the deceased,
and Arun alias Mannu Mann,
wholivesinRohini’sSector39—
who “hired” contract killers to
carry out the killing. The shoot-
ersareyet tobearrested.

Police said to track the ac-
cused, a total of four teamswere
sent to different parts of Delhi-

DCP (Noida)HarishChander
said,“Themenarrestedwerenot
involvedintheshooting,butthey
gave a contract for the killing.
Three people were involved in
the shooting, they will be ar-
rested soon. Kapil’s father and
uncle were murdered and
Praveshwasaccusedofthis.Kapil
waslookingforrevenge.Initially,

‘Murder planned six
months ago in court’

Police believeKapil planned
the crime when he was pre-
sented in a Delhi courtwith his
gangmembers.

As part of their plan, set into
motion around sixmonths ago,
police said theaccuseddida re-
cee for a few days, noted down
Suraj’scarnumber,andfollowed
him every day from his gym to
his residence inNoida.

Duringquestioning,Dheeraj
told police that Suraj was help-
ing Pravesh legally and finan-
cially. Thedeceasedhadalso al-
legedly ridiculed Kapil that he
could not avenge his father’s
death.Mannuwasallegedlyat-
tacked by Pravesh in the past
and had narrowly escaped.
Police said Dheeraj and Arun
were also witnesses in the
murder of Kapil’s father,
Brahmprakash.

The DoE has asked the DDA
toallot thesesites totheDoEin-
stead to run government
schools. A DDA spokesperson
didnot respondtoquestions.

In 2017, theDDAprovided a
list of 176 sites to the DoE that
were allotted for setting up
nursery schools on the condi-
tionthat25%of thestudentsad-
mittedwouldbe fromtheEWS
category.

In eight of these cases, the
landallotmenthasalreadybeen

cancelled orwithdrawn by the
DDA, according to an affidavit
submitted by the DoE to
the Delhi High Court earlier
thisweek.

In 2013, a casewas filed be-
foretheHighCourtallegingthat
nurseryschoolsallotted landby
theDDAarenotcomplyingwith
the conditions for land allot-
ment.TheHChadaskedtheDoE
in2014toensureonayearlyba-
sis that all schools, including
nursery schools, which have
beenallotted landonthecondi-
tion of admitting 25% students
fromtheEWScategory,arecom-
plyingwith thenorm.

The court order had said
thenthatifschoolsarefoundnot
complying, theDoEwill inform
theDDA,whichwouldimmedi-
ately initiate theprocessof can-
celling the leaseof land.

Apetitionfiledin2019inthe
matter had sought initiation of
contempt proceedings for not
complyingwiththisorderof the
HighCourt.

In October last year, the HC
directed the Delhi government
to complywith the 2014 order,
failingwhichcontemptproceed-
ingswouldbe initiated.

The HC had then listed the
matter for January23thisyear.

According to the DoE affi-
davit in the case submitted this
week, it conducted inspections
in2018and2019. Itwrotetothe
DDA in 2019 and in December
2023 asking the land agency to
cancel the allotment of land to
52 societies, andallot the site to
theDoEinsteadforrunninggov-
ernmentschools.

In these 52 cases, the soci-
eties were found to be running
unrecognised schools in viola-
tion of land allotment condi-
tions. Another 91 siteswere in-
spected inDecember2023, and
ofthese,39werefoundnotcom-
plyingwithEWScriteria for ad-
missions, while six were un-
traceable.

Inspection of the remaining
sites isunderway.

NEW DELHI:  The Supreme Court
has directed all courts to ensure
that any litigant who approaches
for bail should not mislead the
court by suppressing facts and
directed that every bail applica-
tion would henceforth disclose
details of earlier bail pleas
moved by the same litigant and
even inform about any pending
proceeding in this regard.

The direction was issued by a
bench of justices Vikram Nath
and Rajeev Bindal after it came
across an order passed by the
Odisha high court granting bail
to one Kusha Duruka charged
under the Narcotics Drugs and
Psychotropic Substances (NDPS)
Act at a time when the top court
was hearing his appeal challeng-
ing an earlier order by the same
high court rejecting bail. The
court found out that the accused
tried to deceive the high court by
suppressing the pendency of his
appeal before the top court. 

Duruka was arrested on Feb-
ruary 3, 2022 along with one
Gangesh Kumar Thakur for pos-
session and transportation of

nor about the dismissal of the
first bail application. 

Refusing to allow such liti-
gants to get the better of the jus-
tice delivery system, the SC said,
“Suppression of material facts
from the court of law, is actually
playing fraud with the court. The
maxim supressio veri, expres-
sion faisi, i.e. suppression of the
truth is equivalent to the expres-
sion of falsehood, gets attracted...
In the last 40 years, the values
have gone down and now liti-
gants can go to any extent to
mislead the court. They have no
respect for the truth.” 

In “our opinion”, the bench on
Friday added, “To avoid any con-
fusion in future it would be
appropriate to mandatorily
mention in the application(s)
filed for grant of bail details and
copies of order(s) passed in the
earlier bail application(s) filed by
the petitioner which have been
already decided.” 

Further, the directions by the
court required details of any
pending bail application filed by
the petitioner before any lower
or higher court, and if none is
pending, “a clear statement to
that effect has to be made.”

Consecration ceremony prep

NEW DELHI:  Ahead of the conse-
cration of the Ram temple in
Ayodhya on January 22, the
Union information and broad-
casting ministry on Saturday
issued an advisory to all social
and news media, which
includes TV news channels,
newspapers, magazines and
digital news publishers, on pub-
lishing or broadcasting any con-
tent that may be false or manip-
ulated, or content that can dis-
turb communal harmony or
public order.

“It is observed that certain
unverified, provocative and fake
messages are being spread,
especially on social media,
which can disturb communal
harmony and public order,” the
advisory said.

It cited the programme code
under the Cable Television Net-
works Regulation Act, 1995, and
norms of journalistic conduct
laid down by the Press Council
of India under the Press Council
Act, 1978.

According to the Norms of
Journalistic Conduct, which
must also be followed by digital
news publishers, the “tone,
spirit and language” of articles
in newspapers cannot be “pro-
vocative, against the unity and
integrity of the country, spirit of
the constitution, seditious and

inflammatory in nature or
designed to promote communal
disharmony”, the advisory said
as they would go against the
norms of journalistic conduct.

Newspapers must also
restrain and be cautious about
publishing any news that “is
likely to jeopardise, endanger or
harm the paramount interests
of the State and society or the
rights of individuals with
respect to which reasonable
restrictions may be imposed by
law on the right to freedom of
speech and expression under
clause (2) of Article 19 of the
Constitution of India,” the advi-
sory said. 

According to rule 6 of the
programme code, TV news
channels are forbidden from
broadcasting anything that
“contains attack on religions or
communities or visuals or
words contemptuous of reli-
gious groups or which promote
communal attitudes; Contains
anything obscene, defamatory,
deliberate, false and suggestive
innuendos and half truths; is
likely to encourage or incite vio-
lence or contains anything
against maintenance of law and
order or which promote anti-
national attitudes”.

Social media platforms have
been advised to “make reasona-
ble efforts to not host, display or
publish information of the
nature mentioned above”.

Until Friday, it may be said
that  N.  Jagadeesan  had  a
lacklustre domestic season
with  Tamil  Nadu.  He
played  only  two  matches
and batted lower down the
order in the Syed Mushtaq
Ali  Trophy,  and  had
meagre returns in the Vijay
Hazare Trophy.

Even  in  the  ongoing
Ranji  Trophy,  he  didn’t
substantially score batting
at No. 7 and 8 versus Guja­
rat and didn’t get to bat at
all versus Tripura. 

He felt relieved with his
eff�ort as an opener  in  the
fi�rst  innings  of  the  third­
round  match  versus
Railways.
